1. Saving Cee Cee Hunicutt by Beth Hoffman  DB72437
1967. After twelve-year-old CeeCee's mentally ill mother dies in Ohio, CeeCee's great-aunt Tallulah "Tootie" Caldwell decides to take her home to Savannah, Georgia, rather than leave CeeCee with her negligent father. CeeCee is introduced to genteel Southern living, eccentric family friends, and the housekeeper Oletta. 2010.
2. Orphan Train by Christine Baker Kline DB76746 Nov 2014
Foster teen Molly is sent to ninety-one-year-old Vivian Daly's house on coastal Maine to perform community service. As Molly cleans the attic, Vivian reminisces about emigrating from Ireland, losing her family, and being sent to Minnesota on an orphan train -- and the two connect. Some strong language. Commercial audiobook. 2013.
3. Still Alice by Lisa Genova DB68429
As she turns fifty and begins experiencing odd lapses of memory, Harvard psychology professor Alice Howland gets the life-altering diagnosis of early-onset Alzheimer's disease. Burpo, a pastor in Nebraska, relates the 2003 experiences reported by his three-year-old son Colton. Colton believes that during an emergency appendectomy he died, went to heaven, and returned to life. He describes seeing Jesus, angels, and deceased relatives. Bestseller. 2010. Co-author is Lynn Vincent.
6. Mrs. Kennedy and Me by Clint Hill DB74673 2-11-15
Retired Secret Service agent Clint Hill -- who protected five U.S. presidents -- recalls his service to First Lady Jacqueline Kennedy from 1960-1964, including the 1963 assassination of President Kennedy. Describes Mrs. Kennedy's routines and travels and reveals that she was rarely at the White House. Bestseller. 2012.
7. Prayers for Sale by Sandra Dallas DB69184
Depression-era Middle Swan, Colorado; 1936. Elderly Hennie Comfort befriends newcomer Nit Spindle, a newly married seventeen-year-old. Hennie, a natural storyteller, entertains the lonely girl by reminiscing about the seventy years she has spent in the mountains while the menfolk mined for gold. 2009.
8. Escape by Barbara Delinsky DB75273

14. O, Pioneers by Willa Cather DB17056
A novel about the difficulties faced by Swedes, Bohemians, and French in their struggle to tame the stubborn Nebraska prairie. 1913.
