WHEREAS,	We recognize that these rights have been protected through legislation passed on the local, state, and federal levels, particularly Chapter 216C of the Code of Iowa, known as the White Cane law.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Mayor of _________________, Iowa, do hereby proclaim October 15, 2015, as White Cane Safety Day and call upon the residents of _________________ to use this occasion to reflect upon the significance of the long white cane and to support actively the efforts of our citizens who are blind as they pursue employment and full integration into this community.
